Have there been any major historical events like battles there? 


Do any famous people come from your place?


What are the main tourist sights?

Presentation Assessment Criteria


A high quality product will:


Involve all members of the group 


Take a maximum of 2 - 3 minutes


Be entertaining, original, factually accurate, and informative


Relate to focus questions








Process criteria


Skill/disposition targeted - Cooperation


Performance criteria - Communication of researched information


Specific Observable Behaviours.


Team members select appropriate and relevant resources and use them to respond to the questions.


Evidence of a wide range of potential solutions (brainstorm/list/mind map)


Team working


Sharing tasks


Valuing each other’s ideas
